· The good news of God’s saving activity in Jesus Christ is at the heart of the proclamation

· People are responsible to respond

Lk. 24:45-49

· The means by which the transforming relationship with Christ is formed (“repentance/forgiveness”)

· All people are the recipients

· Our relationship to Christ is the foundation for our mission (“witnesses”)

· Power for mission comes from God via Holy Spirit

Jn. 20:21-23

· The Father is the source of missions

· Incarnational identification is the mode of missions

· Power for mission comes from the Holy Spirit

· Relationship to God/Christ is the focus
